Dear Friends
January 2015 – the start of a new year.
Well, I say "the start", but for some it is not; schools and colleges begin their 'new year' in September, while the tax year and some accounting years run from April to March. School governors have to have their wits about them when discussing finances and budgets, because of this mix of 'years', with a financial year from April  to March spread over two calendar years running January to December but covering  two school years split at  August 31st .
January is named after the Roman god Janus who was the god of beginnings and transition, of gates and doors. He was often shown and sculptured with two faces. So it was thought appropriate to begin the Roman year looking back over the previous year, and looking forward to the new year.
Having two faces might sound like a good feature – like having "eyes in the back of your head". But, of course, to be '"two-faced" is to be hypocritical and deceitful, saying one thing but really thinking another. We can all think of lots of examples of that, and we may also be guilty of it ourselves, even if done out of kindness (e.g. generous comments about people's Christmas presents or new clothes etc.!)
There have been news comments of a rather different sort recently about films where characters in a story have been changed  'for dramatic truth'. That was the phrase used back in 1996 about the film Shine which tells the story of the Australian pianist David Helfgott. His father is portrayed in a way which some family members argue is not true to life. More recently there have been other films, Mr Turner and The Imitation Game  where events have been reworked and characters changed, though their real names are kept to present the films as historically true. 
The most blatant film to change history – perhaps I should say 're-present events in a different way' – was U-571 an American film about the crew of a USA submarine recovering an enigma machine from a Nazi U-boat. The facts that  it was British sailors who recovered a machine from U-33 in 1940 and code books from U-110 in 1941 before the USA declared war was quietly ignored. While the film was exciting in its drama, it relied on "dramatic truth" which seems like another word for "inaccuracy". And the irony of the phrase is that it uses the word 'truth' to cover up a lie. I wonder what would Janus make of all this ?
Perhaps one of our New Year resolutions can be as St Paul put it  ''speak the truth in love" and carefully say what we mean without upsetting people nor straying from the truth.
